From 1993 till 1999 I was studying at the Faculty of Social Science of the University of Wroclaw ( within the German Studies area ). In July 1999 I passed a final university  examination. I have a Master’s Degree in political science from the Institute of German and European Studies of the University of Wroclaw. I have written my MA thesis on Danish Foreign Policy in the 90s.

From October 1999 I was attending PhD course at the Faculty of Social Science of the University of Wroclaw.  In December 2001 I finished of writing my PhD dissertation. I wrote PhD dissertation which concerns Danish military co-operation in the Baltic Sea area, covering various aspects of the Danish military policy in the Baltic Sea area. The aim of my project was to present an analysis of the new Danish military policy in the Baltic Sea region. The emphasis has been placed on Danish military co-operation with the Baltic States.  

22nd of May I defended my PhD dissertation. In June of 7th a title of Doctor of Philosophy has been conferred on me by the Council of the Institute of International Studies University of Wroclaw.

During the period August 1, 2000 – February 1, 2001 I was staying at Aalborg University as visiting PhD scholar.

Main research interests at home University:
1. The Scandinavian Security Identity and Security Policy and CFSP/ESDP.

Within this research I would like to look into the relationship between the European integration on the field of security and defence and changes in Norway’s, Denmark’s, Sweden’s and Finland’s security policy. I hope that I will be able to approach an answer to some important questions, such as: Is it in the best interest of Scandinavian states to support and contribute to military / defence integration in the framework of EU ? How does EU’s security system and mechanisms influence the Nordic security strategy ? How will Nordic – European security co-operation look like ? Do the Nordic countries possess military capabilities to contribute to European Expeditionary Force ?  Will Nordic states become deeply involved in foreign and security policy of EU ?
 The probability of conflict outside the NATO Treaty / EU area still remains very high. There is every likelihood that fundamentalism will continue to grow and that the quest for weapons of mass destruction will remain undiminished. For these reasons it is imperative for the Nordic states to pursue strikingly active security policies in the framework of European Union. I think that Denmark, Norway, Sweden and Finland have recognised the political and security necessity that along with new world order, a new security policy is required. Nordic countries have a strong ambition to participate actively in most international security endeavours. In the light of US military operation against Iraq the future of Nordic states involvement in military structures of EU seems to be very interesting.

2.  What does it mean – to be a new member country: Experience of Poland.

The accession to NATO does not mean the ending of the process of building Poland’s position  within the organization. The fact of acquiring an official status of an Alliance member does not mean that our country immediately be fully capable of participating in all NATO endeavors.

The accession of Poland into NATO was a relatively uncomplicated and transitory formal legal process. The process of integration with NATO structures, procedures and mechanisms is much more complicated and long – draw. It started in 1994 ( under the Partnership for Peace ) with Poland’s effort to build foundations of infrastructure of co-operation and communication with NATO. The most important fact is that it will continue long after accession has become a fact.

Poland’s membership in NATO, since 1999, has been a major spur to modernization and development the Armed Forces. From practical point of view, the first priority has been given to the achievement of the minimum level ability to co-operate and communicate with the Organization, member’s states units and NATO’s military structures. The next programs of reform have been directed to fulfilling so called Alliance objectives. The emphasize has been placed on the technical modernization of the Armed Forces, the organization of rapid reaction forces and improvement of abilities of execution of operations or missions. 

Security policy of NATO primarily seemed to be concentrated on military threats to Treaty’s area and how these threats could be met and challenged. Such considerations still remain at the core of the NATO’s security. A solid defense capability of Poland is a precondition for Polish ability to develop further its security cooperation and integration with partner countries within NATO. Since the first day of Polish membership in NATO the responsibility aspect of Poland’s security policy, based mainly on the solidarity towards the others, has gained increasing prominence.  No longer is Polish security only the goal itself in state’s security and defense policy. Polish army as a part of NATO’s Forces must be able to keep a capacity for blocking with other members any future military threat against some of ally. With the NATO’s membership the Polish defense forces was given a new goal and many new operational tasks. The defense forces were tasked to be able to participate in conflict prevention, crisis management and defense within the whole NATO area including the demonstration of solidarity by deploying reaction forces.
